The selection committee will review all complete applications submitted by the deadline.
The scholarship is awarded without regard to race, sex, religion, age or national origin.

AMOUNT

Students may be awarded up to $2,500 towards a scholarship. Scholarship funds will be credited to the
student's SkyManager account at the start of the second semester of their Senior year, pending all
requirements have been met.
